What if we didn't reserve just a few weeks or a few days a year, or even one day
a week, to be set apart for God’'s purpose—but instead viewed every day as
holy? What if we saw the changing seasons, the rhythms of life, the warmth of
summer, the cool of winter, the beauty of fall, and the hope of spring as
reminders of a God who consistently loves us despite our shortcomings, who
invites us into relationship even though we consistently turn away, and who has
plans to work in and through us, even when we often get in the way?
